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2. Overall View & Major Component
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1. Installation
Move chair
Lift chair base from pallet into the installation location.
Do not lift chair top, base section could fall and cause foot injury.

Be sure to lift base to move chair.

Base ring
Put a rubber base ring to the base.

This chair must be connected to the electrical outlet of 230VAC, 7Amp. with grounding continuity.

Attach foot step

Move footrest upward to create working
space. Ruubber Step Cover,
Hook step to the metal bolts, then move
foot step down.

Secure foot step by two screws.

Put a rubber step cover on the foot step.

4-1 . Main Power Switch
A circuit breaker of 7TAmp. is built in the main PR ; . N -
power switch. '

4-2.Contro] Panel
Control panels are provided on both sides of the chair under the armrest.
4-2-] .Manual Switches
1. Backrest switch
Keep depressing the switch forward (or backward) until the backrest reaches at the desired
angle.
2. Up / Down switch
Keep depressing the switch upward (or downward) until the chair seal reaches at the desired
height.
3. Footrest switch
Keep depressing the switch forward (or backward) until the footret reaches at the desired
angle.

4-2-2 Automatic Switches
1. Auto-return switch
Momentarily depress the switch, the chair will be brought to the initial position.
2. Preset switches
Momentarily depress the P1 switch ( or P2 switch ), the chair seat and backrest will be
brought to the preset seat height and backrest angle.
4-2-3 Safety stop
An automatic procedure (P1, P2 or Auto-return) can be stopped immediately by depressing

any switch. (Except vibrator and heater switch)

4-3.Foot Switches

4-3-1.Lock switch
The chair can be rotated freely by momentarily
depressing the lock switch, and can be locked at Lock Switch
any position by momentarily depressing the lock
switch again.
Keep the chair rotation “locked” to prevent
unexpected rotation.

4-3-2.Up/Down switch
The chair seat height can be adjusted by foot switch.

\pr’Down Switch

Keep depressing right side part or left side part of
Up/Down switch to raise or lower the chair seat until

it reaches at the desired height.

A\ cauTION
Keep the chair rotation “LOCKED” always except when the chair needs to be rotated.
This is to prevent the chair from unexpected rotation.

4-4 Headrest Adjustment
While pulling the lock lever, lift up the headrest. Release the lock lever at the position required.
When storing the headrest cushion, pull the lock lever and lower the headrest.

4-5.Cape holder
Pull out the cape holder from armrest.
Pull the tip of the cape holder forward over the cape.
Catch the cape by pinching the cape by the tip of cape holder.

5. Adjustment of Preset Position
Two preset chair position can be memorized.
(a) Set the chair seat and backrest to the required position with manual switches.
(b) Turn off main power switch.
(c) While keeping the P1 Switch ( or P2 switch ) being depressed, turn on main power switch.

Keep the P1 Switch ( or P2 switch ) being depressed until the electronic beep is heard.
(d) Then release the P1 Switch ( or P2 switch ).

Now, a new preset position is memorized.
